Noted flamenco
figures such as Omayra Amaya have started their flamenco careers with Santaella.

As a young man, Santaella trained intensively with Rayito and Antonio Marin. Early in his career, he performed with numerous
dance companies in Spain, particularly in Jerez, including El Principe Gitano and the companies of Pepe Moto, Roberto Iglesias and
Rafael Aguilar. It was during his three years with Rafael Aguilar that he began to flourish as a choreographer.

Santaella currently teaches flamenco in Puerto Rico and is regularly invited for workshops and master classes around the world. In
Nl March 1999, he was invifed fo perform "Sombrero de Tres Picos" with the Symphony Orchestra of San Antonio, Texas. He has
